EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 266

UPDATING THE NORTH CAROLINA UNIFORM FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT
POLICY FOR STATE CONSTRUCTION

WHEREAS, the National Flood Insurance Program. incorporated at 42 U.S.C. § 4001 er
seq., authorizes the establishment of floodplain management regulations applicable to state-owned
properties: and

WHEREAS. North Carolina’s Uniform Floodplain Management Policy was established
by Executive Order No. 31, issued by Governor James B. Hunt, Jr. in 1979, and was subsequently
amended by Executive Order No. 123. 5 N.C. Reg. 724-736 (September 4, 1990). issued by
Governor James G. Martin: and

WHEREAS. the Uniform Floodplain Management Policy provides for the sound
management of state-owned properties as they relate to potential flood hazards: and

WHEREAS. the frequency and intensity of hurricanes and severe storms, riverine and
estuarine flooding. saltwater intrusion and rising ground water have greatly increased since 1990:
and

WHEREAS, avoiding new construction within the floodplain where feasible and adopting
resilient development policies and construction practices where construction within the floodplain
cannot be avoided will reduce loss of critical state infrastructure and services during a flooding
event; prevent costly repairs of damage from floodwaters: minimize the impact of floods on human
safety, health. and welfare: and restore and protect the natural and beneficial values served by
floodplains; and

WHEREAS, floodplain maps based upon historic information do not always accurately
reflect current flood risk or flood risk based upon future conditions, including climate change and
sea level rise. and state projects should be planned with a holistic understanding of flood risk: and

WHEREAS., the 2020 North Carolina Climate Risk Assessment and Resilience Plan
recommends that when state infrastructure components cannot feasibly be constructed outside the
floodplain, the state evaluate the implication of increased risk associated with changes in climate
patterns and adapt development policies and construction techniques to minimize the detrimental
impacts related to increased levels of risk: and

WHEREAS. accordingly. the undersigned. in consultation with the North Carolina
Department of Administration (“NCDOA?™). has determined that the Uniform Floodplain
Management Policy be updated to reflect current flood risks and projected flood risk. as well as
contemporary standards: and
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WHEREAS, this Executive Order directs NCDOA and other state agencies to update the
Uniform Floodplain Management Policy within eighteen (18) months of this Executive Order; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article III of the North Carolina Constitution and N.C. Gen. Stat.
§§ 143A-4 and 143B-4, the Governor is the chief executive officer of the state and is responsible
for formulating and administering the policies of the executive branch of state government; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 147-12, the Governor has the authority and the
duty to supervise the official conduct of all executive and ministerial officers.

NOW, THEREFORE, by the authority invested in me as Governor by the Constitution
and the laws of the State of North Carolina, IT IS ORDERED:

Section 1. North Carolina Uniform Floodplain Management Policy

NCDOA, in consultation with the North Carolina Department of the Environmental
Quality (“NCDEQ”), the North Carolina Department of Transportation (“NCDOT”), and the North
Carolina Department of Public Safety’s Emergency Management Division (“NCEM”) and the
Office of Recovery and Resiliency (“NCORR™), and any other relevant state agencies, shall update
the North Carolina Uniform Floodplain Management Policy (“Policy”) within eighteen (18)
months of this Executive Order. This updated Policy shall replace the current Policy when
approved and signed by the Secretary of NCDOA.

The updated Policy shall be developed with public stakeholder input and designed to
achieve the following objectives for state-owned construction: comprehensively assess and
mitigate risks for state construction; minimize flood damage to state-owned assets, considering the
impacts of sea level rise and climate change; and support natural hydrologic conditions and the
beneficial services provided by natural infrastructure.

To help achieve these objectives, the updated Policy shall include a flood risk management
review process and flood resilience standards for state construction. In particular, the updated
Policy will address, but not be limited to, the following topics:

a. Establish processes and criteria for determining whether a proposed state construction
project is subject to the Policy;

b. Establish a process for determining whether construction is proposed in a floodplain or
other area with flood risk, including coastal or inland flood risk, and the degree of risk
presented;

c. Implement measures to reduce construction in a floodplain to the greatest extent feasible;

d. Set reasonably protective and cost-effective flood resilience standards for proposed
construction within and outside of a floodplain, based upon flood risk over the lifetime of
the construction; and

e. Provide standards, options, and considerations for including nature-based infrastructure to
reduce flood risk.

Section 2. State-Funded Construction

NCDOA, in consultation with NCDEQ, NCDOT, NCEM, NCORR, and other relevant
state agencies and stakeholders, shall analyze the effect of expanding the requirements of the
Policy beyond state-owned construction to also include state-funded construction. This analysis
shall evaluate the legal, financial, environmental, and regulatory implications of such an
expansion. The analysis also shall address the financial impact to the state of not applying the
Policy to state-funded construction, including losses reasonably anticipated due to flooding.
NCDOA shall publish the analysis within eighteen (18) months of this Executive Order.
Additionally, NCDOA shall include provisions in the updated Policy that expand the Policy to
state-funded construction to the extent feasible and permitted by law.
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Section 3. Effect and Duration

This Executive Order is effective immediately and shall remain in effect unless rescinded
or replaced with a superseding Executive Order. Upon approval and signature by the Secretary of
NCDOA. the Policy will replace in its entirety and supersede the policy adopted in Executive
Order No. 123. Effective on the date of the signed updated Policy. Executive Order No. 123 is
rescinded.

EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 267
TERMINATION OF THE COVID-19 STATE OF EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, on March 10, 2020, the undersigned issued Exec. Order No. 116. 34 N.C.
Reg. 1744-1749 (April 1, 2020), which declared a State of Emergency to coordinate the state’s
response and protective actions to address the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (“COVID-197) public
health emergency and provide for the health, safety. and welfare of residents and visitors located
in North Carolina: and

WHEREAS., in responding to the COVID-19 pandemic, and for the purpose of protecting
the health, safety. and welfare of the people of North Carolina. the undersigned has issued
Executive Order Nos. 116-122, 124-125, 129-131., 133-136, 138-144, 146-153, 155-157. 161-165,
169-173, 176-177, 180-181, 183-185, 188-193, 195, 197-198, 200, 204-207, 209-212. 215-217,
219-221, 224-225, 228-232, 234, 236, 238-240, 244-245, 252-253, 256-257. 261, and 265: and

WHEREAS, throughout the course of the unprecedented COVID-19 pandemic. the
undersigned took a science and data-driven approach to implementing public health measures to
curb the spread of the virus, protect public health, and advance the state’s economy in a safe and
effective way. which is in the best interest of all North Carolinians: and

WHEREAS. the COVID-19 pandemic led to extraordinary levels of work. cooperation,
and coordination among state government agencies in the interest of protecting public health and
welfare: and

WHEREAS, executive orders issued under the State of Emergency protected public health
and enabled health care facilities and providers to respond most effectively to the COVID-19
pandemic, helping save lives during the course of the pandemic: and

WHEREAS. executive orders issued under the State of Emergency provided the North
Carolina Department of Health and Human Services (“NCDHHS™) flexibility to waive certain
regulations in order to address health care facility and provider needs in the response to the
COVID-19 pandemic: and

WHEREAS, NCDHHS requested statutory authority to waive those regulations without
need for further executive orders. which was provided in N.C. Sess. Laws 2022-74. enacted July
11.2022; and

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WHEREAS. with vaccines, treatments, and other tools to combat COVID-19 widely
available, and with legislation now providing the flexibility for NCDHHS and North Carolina’s
health care providers to respond to COVID-19. the undersigned. in consultation with the North
Carolina Department of Public Safety and NCDHHS. has determined that the State of Emergency
may be terminated at the end of the day on August 15, 2022: and

Statutory Authority and Determinations

WHEREAS, Executive Order No. 116 invoked the Emergency Management Act, pursuant
to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 166A. which authorizes the undersigned to exercise the powers and duties set
forth therein to direct and aid in the response to. recovery from, and mitigation against
emergencies: and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 166A-19.10(b)(2). the undersigned may make,
amend. or rescind necessary orders. rules, and regulations within the limits of the authority
conferred upon the Governor in the Emergency Management Act: and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 166A-19.20(¢). a State of Emergency declared
pursuant to that section shall expire when rescinded by the authority that issued it.

NOW. THEREFORE, by the authority vested in me as Governor by the Constitution and
the laws of the State of North Carolina, and for the reasons and pursuant to the authority set forth

above. IT IS ORDERED:

Section 1. Termination of the COVID-19 State of Emergency.

Pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 166A-19.20(c¢), the State of Emergency that was declared by
Executive Order No. 116 on March 10. 2020, is hereby rescinded effective as of the end of the day
on August 15, 2022. All other provisions of Executive Order No. 116, and all other Executive
Orders conditioned upon the State of Emergency declared in Executive Order No. 116 are also
rescinded as of that date and time.

Section 2. Effective Date.

This Executive Order is effective at the end of the day on August 15, 2022.

EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 268
REESTABLISHING THE ANDREA HARRIS EQUITY TASK FORCE

WHEREAS, the undersigned issued Exec. Order No. 143, 35 N.C. Reg. 10-19 (July 1.
2020). establishing the Andrea Harris Social, Economic. Environmental, and Health Equity Task
Force (“Task Force™) on June 4, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned charged the Task Force with the mission of creating
economic stability., eliminating health disparities, and achieving environmental justice in North
Carolina by convening testimony, identifying best practices, and reporting this information to the
Office of the Governor; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force established twenty-one (21) equity recommendations to
advance its mission. nine (9) of which have been fully implemented and twelve (12) of which are
in progress through the work of Task Force subcommittees and state agencies: and

WHEREAS, the Task Force addressed inequities in access to health care for underserved
communities by successfully advocating for additional funding and increased investments in rural
community health settings. providing digital literacy training, and assisting in the distribution of
COVID-19 vaccinations and testing to vulnerable communities: and

WHEREAS, the Task Force addressed inequities in economic and business development
in partnership with the North Carolina Department of Administration by implementing a two-tier
corporate subcontracting plan directed toward supporting historically underutilized businesses
(*HUBs™) and the Historically Underutilized Business Program: and

WHEREAS, the Task Force addressed inequities in educational opportunities by
encouraging and partnering with state agencies and community partners to adopt a digital literacy
curriculum that is accessible to all students and parents in their native languages: and

WHEREAS, the Task Force addressed inequities in environmental justice and inclusion
by supporting the creation or identification of environmental justice, equity, and inclusion
positions at the North Carolina Departments of Commerce, Natural and Cultural Resources. Public
Safety. and Transportation while encouraging other agencies with state decision-making authority
to create similar positions; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force addressed inequities in patient engagement by successtully
advocating for increased funding to strengthen the capacity of federally-qualified health care
centers and increasing the number of undocumented. low-income. and other vulnerable patient
populations receiving services; and
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WHEREAS, the North Carolina Department of Information Technology established a first
in the nation Office of Digital Equity and Literacy, which is expanding digital literacy offerings
and partnerships across the state; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned issued Exec. Order No. 246, 36 N.C. Reg. 1287-1291
(February 1, 2022), which emphasized the importance of environmental justice and equity in the
state’s transition to a clean energy economy and meaningful public engagement in state agency
i decision-making; and

WHEREAS, the overall well-being and management of underlying health conditions is
crucial for high-risk communities and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (*CDC™)
acknowledges that social and economic differences often create health differences in communities
of color and that public health emergencies can isolate communities of color from necessary
resources; and

WHEREAS, social determinants of health influence all aspects of human life, and to
improve health or eliminate health disparities there must be a greater focus on all social
determinants of health by the medical community in the state; and

WHEREAS, HUBs account for fifty-eight (58) percent of North Carolina’s small business
community; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force continues to advocate for the recommendations that require
legislative action and action by entities outside of the Governor’s jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, a restructured Task Force will advance the work to implement current
recommendations, address long-standing inequities, and continue implementing Andrea Harris’
legacy through business and community development, advancing equity, and improving societal
outcomes for historically marginalized populations; and

WHEREAS, Section 1 of Executive Order No. 143, which established the Task Force,
expired on June 4, 2022; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article III of the North Carolina Constitution and N.C. Gen. Stat.
§§ 143A-4 and 143B-4, the Governor is the chief executive officer of the state and is responsible
for formulating and administering the policies of the executive branch of state government; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 147-12, the Governor has the authority and the
duty to supervise the official conduct of all executive and ministerial officers.

NOW, THEREFORE, by the authority vested in the undersigned as Governor by the
Constitution and the laws of the State of North Carolina, IT IS ORDERED:

I Section 1. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force
A. Establishment and Mission

The Andrea Harris Social, Economic, Environmental, and Health Equity Task Force is
hereby reestablished as the Andrea Harris Equity Task Force. The mission of the Andrea
Harris Equity Task Force is to identify best practices and advise state government on
actions that will further the economic development of disadvantaged communities,
improve health and wellness outcomes in underserved communities, and advance equitable
practices within state agencies that are inclusive of the lived experience of all North
Carolinians.

B. Duties
1. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force shall:
a. Review recommendations identified in the Andrea Harris Social, Economic,

Environmental, and Health Equity Task Force December 2020 Biannual Report
and identify next steps to advance progress in the following focus areas:
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i. Furthering the economic development of disadvantaged communities.

1. Discuss strategies to provide economic incentives to encourage
participation with HUBs, Disadvantaged Business Enterprises
(DBEs), Small Business Enterprises (SBEs), and Historically
Underutilized Providers (HUPs);

2. Promote mentorship opportunities to diverse businesses and
leverage partnerships with North Carolina Historically Black
Colleges and Universities and Minority-Serving Institutions to
develop executive education programs available to minority-
owned businesses doing business in the state; and

3. Identify and promote education pipeline programs for students
of color and students from disadvantaged communities.

ii. Improving health and wellness outcomes in underserved communities.

1. Assess existing opportunities for patients to utilize telehealth
services and identify gaps in access to medical services; and

2. Advocate for adequate, sustainable financial resources for
digital and health education, partnering with state agencies and
other groups that share similar goals to increase broadband
access and address digital, financial, and health literacy.

iii. Advancing equitable practices within state agencies that are inclusive of
the lived experience of all North Carolinians.

1. Serve as a forum for equity matters by engaging state agencies’
diversity, equity, and inclusion and public engagement
leadership to seek input from community stakeholders and foster
stronger relationships between state government and the people
of North Carolina.

b. Identify additional recommendations related to the economic development of
disadvantaged communities, improved health and wellness outcomes in
underserved communities, and advancement of equitable practices within state
agencies that are inclusive of the lived experience of all North Carolinians.

c. Expand awareness of and access to state agency initiatives that align with the
Andrea Harris Equity Task Force’s mission and recommendations.

i. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force shall collaborate with agency
stakeholders to promote agency initiatives and utilize community
organization member expertise to inform agency initiatives that align with
the Andrea Harris Equity Task Force.

ii. Andrea Harris Equity Task Force community organization members shall
provide community insight to the Andrea Harris Equity Task Force and
promote state initiatives within their local community organizations by
distributing information throughout their networks with a focus on
historically underserved groups.

d. Provide advice on any other matters the Governor refers to the Andrea Harris
Equity Task Force.

2. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force shall advance these goals through community
engagement and promotion of corporate citizenship values that align the Andrea Harris
Equity Task Force mission with North Carolina businesses and organizations.
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3. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force shall provide status reports on the progress and
recommendations made in the focus areas determined by Section 1 of this Executive
Order to the Office of the Governor on June 1, 2023, and December 15, 2023.

C. Membership

1. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force shall be comprised of a minimum of fifteen (15)
members appointed by the Governor.

2. The Governor shall designate the Chair of the Andrea Harris Equity Task Force.

3. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force shall represent, to the extent possible, all
demographics of North Carolina, and shall include the following members:

a. Secretary of the North Carolina Department of Administration;

b. Chief Diversity, Equity and Inclusion Officer of the North Carolina Department
of Commerce or designee;

c. Director of the North Carolina Department of Information Technology, Office
of Digital Equity and Literacy or designee;

d. Chief Health Equity Officer of the North Carolina Department of Health and
Human Services or designee;

e. Executive Director of the North Carolina Pandemic Recovery Office or
designee;

f. Director of the North Carolina Department of Transportation, Office of Civil
Rights or designee;

g. Director of the North Carolina Department of Transportation, Office of
Historically Black Colleges and Universities Outreach or designee;

h. Member of Hometown Strong;

i. Member of the Commission on Indian Affairs;

j- Member of the Governor’s Advisory Council on Hispanic-Latino Affairs;

k. Member of North Carolina Council for Women Advisory Board;

1. Member of the Historically Underutilized Business Advisory Council;

m. Member of the Commission on Inclusion;

n. Representative from the North Carolina Community College System or UNC
System Office;

o. Representative from a North Carolina Historically Black College or University
or a Minority Serving Institution;

p- Representatives from four (4) community organizations aligned with the

mission of the Andrea Harris Equity Task Force; and
Other appropriate experts from the focus areas listed above.

4. The Governor may appoint additional members to the Andrea Harris Equity Task
Force.

5. All members shall serve at the pleasure of the Governor.

D. Meetings and Quorum

This Andrea Harris Equity Task Force shall meet at least quarterly. A simple majority of
Andrea Harris Equity Task Force members shall constitute a quorum to transact business.

E. Administration
1. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force may create working groups.

2. The North Carolina Department of Administration shall pi'ovide necessary
administrative and staff support services to the Andrea Harris Equity Task Force.

3. The following agencies shall provide a staff liaison to support the Andrea Harris Equity
Task Force and provide updates on agency initiatives that align with the
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recommendations of the Andrea Harris Equity Task Force. These liaisons will work
with the North Carolina Department of Administration to advance the goals and duties
of the Andrea Harris Equity Task Force.

a. North Carolina Department of Administration;

b. North Carolina Department of Commerce;

¢. North Carolina Department of Environmental Quality:

d. North Carolina Department of Health and Human Services:

e. North Carolina Department of Information Technology:

f.  North Carolina Department of Natural and Cultural Resources:;
g. North Carolina Department of Transportation:

h. North Carolina Office of State Budget and Management: and
i. North Carolina Office of the Governor.

4. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force shall serve without compensation but may
receive per diem allowance and reimbursement for travel and subsistence expenses in
accordance with state law and Office of State Budget and Management policies and
regulations. The Andrea Harris Equity Task Force may continue holding meetings
utilizing video conferencing tools approved by the North Carolina Department of
Information Technology.

Section 2. No Private Right of Action

This Executive Order is not intended to create. and does not create. an individual right.
privilege or benefit. whether substantive or procedural. enforceable in law or in equity by any party
against the State of North Carolina. its agencies. departments, political subdivisions. or other
entities. or any other officers, employees, or agents thereof.

Section 3. Effective Date

This Executive Order is effective immediately and shall remain in effect until December
31, 2023 pursuant to N.C. Gen. Stat. § 147-16.2. unless rescinded or superseded by another
applicable Executive Order.

Reason for Proposed Action: This proposed rule amendment is
necessitated by an anticipated change to the Rules for Mediated
Settlement Conferences and other Settlement Procedures in
Superior Court Civil Actions with regard to how the attendance
method is determined in Superior Court mediations. Paragraph
(b) of 11 NCAC 23G .0104, in its current form, is premised on the
assumption that the approved method of attendance in the
Superior Court division will be either presumptively in-person or
presumptively remote. However, the anticipated change to the
mediation rules for Superior Court cases will create a framework
for determining mediation attendance that allows the parties and
mediator to agree on one of three methods of attendance (in-
person, remote, or hybrid) in each case and does not
presumptively require either in-person attendance or remote
attendance as the default method of attendance in all Superior
Court mediations. Since G.S. 897-80(c) mandates that the
Industrial Commission's mediation rules shall be “substantially
similar" to the rules approved by the North Carolina Supreme
Court for use in the Superior Court division, and in order to avoid
confusion on the part of the regulated public regarding how to
interpret Paragraph (b) of Rule 11 NCAC 23G .0104 following
the anticipated amendment to the Rules for Mediated Settlement
Conferences and other Settlement Procedures in Superior Court
Civil Actions, it is necessary for the Industrial Commission to
amend its rule as proposed. The proposed rule amendment will
provide clarity to the regulated public and will better align the
Industrial Commission's mediation rule with the Superior Court
mediation rule.

(3) an officer, employee, or agent of any party that
is not a natural person or a governmental entity
who is not the party's outside counsel and who
has the authority to decide on behalf of the party
whether and on what terms to settle the action;

4) in a workers' compensation case, an employee
or agent of any party that is a governmental
entity who is not the party's outside counsel or
Attorney General's counsel responsible for the
case and who has the authority to decide on
behalf of the party and on what terms to settle
the action;

(5) when the governing law prescribes that the
terms of a proposed settlement may be
approved only by a Board, an employee or
agent who is not the party's outside counsel or
Attorney General's counsel responsible for the
case and who has the authority to negotiate on
behalf of and to make a recommendation to the
Board. Pursuant to G.S. 143-295, an employee
or agent of the named governmental entity or
agency is not required to attend the mediated
settlement conference. The Attorney General
shall attempt to make an employee or agent of
the named governmental entity or agency in a
State tort claim available via
telecommunication, and mediation shall not be
delayed due to the absence or unavailability of
the employee or agent of the named
governmental entity or agency;

(6) the counsels of record. Appearance by counsel
does not dispense with or waive the required
attendance of the parties listed in
Subparagraphs (1) through (4);

@) a representative of each defendant's primary
workers' compensation or liability insurance
carrier or self-insured that may be obligated to
pay all or part of any claim presented in the
action. Each carrier or self-insured shall be
represented at the conference by an officer,
employee, or agent who is not the party's
outside counsel and who has the authority to
decide on behalf of the carrier or self-insured
whether and on what terms to settle the action,
or who has been authorized to negotiate on
behalf of the carrier or self-insured and can
communicate during the conference with
persons who have the decision making
authority; and

(8) by order of the Commission, other
representatives of parties, employers, or
carriers, who may be obligated to pay all or part
of any claim presented in the action and who are
not required to attend the conference pursuant

to Subparagraphs (1) through (6) of this
Paragraph, if the Commission determines that
the representative's attendance is necessary for
purposes of resolving the matters in dispute in
the subject action. Any employer or carrier who
may be obligated to pay all or part of any claim
presented in the action and who is not required
to attend the mediated settlement conference
pursuant to Subparagraphs (1) through (6) of
this Paragraph or by Commission orders, may
attend the conference if the employer or carrier
elects to attend. If, during the conference, the
mediator determines that the attendance of one
or more additional persons is necessary to
resolve the matters in dispute in the subject
action, the mediator may recess the conference
and reconvene the conference at a later date and
time to allow the additional person or persons
to attend.
(b) Any party or person required to attend a mediated settlement
conference shall attend the conference until an agreement is
reduced to writing and signed as provided in Paragraph (e) of this
Rule, or until an impasse has been declared. “Attendance™shal

mean—in-person—attendance—whenever—the—mediation—rules

i i tator- The attendance method for Industrial
Commission _mediations _shall be the same as the attendance
method set forth in the mediation rules approved by the North
Carolina Supreme Court that are in effect at the time of the
mediation for use in the Superior Court division. All parties and
persons required to attend the conference, including the mediator,
shall comply with all public health and safety requirements set
forth in the mediation rules approved by the North Carolina
Supreme Court that are in effect at the time of the mediation for
use in the Superior Court division.

(c) In appropriate cases, the Commission or the mediator, with
the consent of the parties, may allow a party or insurance carrier
representative who is required to attend a mediated settlement
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conference in person under this Rule to attend the conference by
telephone,  conference  call, speaker  telephone, or
videoconferencing; the attending party or representative shall bear
all costs of the telephone calls or videoconferencing. In addition,
the mediator may communicate directly with the insurance
representative with regard to matters discussed in mediation, and
the mediator may set a subsequent mediated settlement
conference at which all parties and representatives shall attend the
mediated settlement conference in person, subject to Paragraph
(b) of this Rule. The failure to appear by telephone or
videoconferencing in accordance with this Paragraph shall subject
the responsible party(ies) or representative(s) to sanctions
pursuant to Rule .0105 of this Subchapter.

(d) Notice of Mediation Order. Within seven days after the receipt
of an order for a mediated settlement conference, the carrier or
self-insured named in the order shall provide a copy of the order
to the employer and all other carriers who may be obligated to pay
all or part of any claim presented in the workers' compensation
case or any related third-party tortfeasor claims, and shall provide
the mediator and the other parties in the action with the name,
address, and telephone number of all such carriers.

(e) Finalizing Agreement. If an agreement is reached in the
mediated settlement conference, the parties shall reduce the
agreement to writing, specifying all terms of the agreement that
bear on the resolution of the dispute before the Commission, and
shall sign the agreement along with their counsel. The parties may
use IC Form MSC8, Mediated Settlement Agreement, or MSC9,
Mediated Settlement Agreement — Alternative Form, for this
purpose. Execution by counsel of a mediated settlement
agreement for an employer or carrier who does not physically
attend the mediated settlement conference shall be deemed to be
in compliance with this Rule and 11 NCAC 23A .0502. By
stipulation of the parties and at the parties' expense, the agreement
may be electronically or stenographically recorded. All
agreements for payment of compensation shall be submitted for
Commission approval in accordance with 11 NCAC 23A .0501
and .0502.

(f) Payment of Mediator's Fee. The mediator's fee shall be paid at
the conclusion of the mediated settlement conference, unless
otherwise provided by Rule .0107 of this Subchapter, or by
agreement with the mediator.

(9) Related Cases. Upon application by any party or person and
upon notice to all parties, the Commission may, in the interests of
justice, order an attorney of record, party, or representative of an
insurance carrier who may be liable for all or any part of a claim
pending in a Commission case to attend a mediated settlement
conference convened in another pending case, regardless of the
forum in which the other case may be pending, provided that all
parties in the other pending case consent to the attendance ordered
pursuant to this Paragraph. Any disputed issues concerning such
an order shall be addressed to the Commission's Dispute
Resolution Coordinator. Unless otherwise ordered, any attorney,
party, or carrier representative who attends a mediated settlement
conference pursuant to this Paragraph shall not be required to pay
any of the mediation fees or costs related to that conference.

Reason for Proposed Action: Proposed Reclassification of Teer
Quarry and a Portion of Eno River in Durham County (Neuse
River Basin) to Class WS-V CA (Critical Area)

The City of Durham has requested the reclassification of (Nello)
Teer quarry and a segment of the Eno River in Durham County
(Neuse River Basin). The quarry and Eno River segment are to be
reclassified from WS-1V (Protected Area or PA) to WS-V Critical
(CA) because the City of Durham seeks to construct a new intake
in the river, pump water from the riverine intake to the quarry,
and utilize the quarry’s waters as a public water supply. Water in
the quarry will be used to help meet local water demands.

Teer quarry is located adjacent to the southern side of the Eno
River, approximately five miles west of Falls Lake, and at the
northern terminus of Denfield Street in Durham, NC. The
proposed riverine intake is located about 1.1 miles downstream
of the U.S. 501 bridge. The boundary for the proposed CA for the
quarry consists of the top of the quarry’s berm whereas the
boundary for the proposed CA for the new intake would extend
approximately 0.5 mile from and draining to that intake. There
are no named tributaries to the river or quarry included in this
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proposal. The waters to be reclassified meet surface water supply
water quality standards according to 2021 DWR studies.
Sampling of groundwater wells adjacent to the quarry has
revealed the presence of contaminants from releases of petroleum
hydrocarbons and chlorinated solvents associated with historical
uses of the area. The levels of various contaminants including 1,4-
dioxane have been found to exceed associated groundwater (2L)
standards. The consulting firm (ELMSS) that has conducted the
most recent groundwater sampling in the area found that
groundwater flow in the depth zones where these levels were
detected is toward the quarry. DWR concurs with the consulting
firm’s recommendation of continued annual monitoring in the
area and increased surface water monitoring to confirm that
impacts from groundwater are not affecting the quarry’s surface
water.

If reclassified, restrictions associated with new development and
new industrial process wastewater discharges would apply, and
no new landfills and no new residual or septage land application
sites would be allowed in the proposed CAs. There are no
permitted or planned wastewater discharges, and no known
planned land applications sites, landfills, or developments that
would be impacted by the proposal. The subject watershed
consists mainly of developed single-family residential areas plus
two developed industrial parcels.

DWR staff worked with the NC Wildlife Resources Commission
(WRC) and City of Durham staff to come to an agreement in 2019
regarding the conditions pertaining to water quantity by which
the City of Durham would be allowed to (1) withdraw water for
water supply purposes from the Eno River as well as Lake Michie
and Little River Reservoir and transfer those waters into the Teer
quarry, and (2) use water in the Teer quarry for water supply. In
addition, Durham County and the City of Durham are the only
local governments with jurisdiction in the reclassification area
and are the only local governments that would need to modify
their water supply watershed protection ordinance within the
required 270 days after the reclassification effective date.
Furthermore, letters of no objection were received from the
parties that are subject to the Voluntary Eno River Capacity Use
Area Water Management Operations Plan (WMOP) along with
the City of Durham, which are the Town of Hillshorough
(Hillshorough Water System), Orange-Alamance Water System,
and Resco Products (formerly Piedmont Minerals). Lastly, a
regulatory impact analysis for this proposal, which has been
approved by OSBM, shows a one-time cost of $2,000 to the state
associated with notification, review, and approval of ordinance
changes. The analysis also shows a one-time shared cost of
$8,000 to the City of Durham and Durham County affiliated with
rezoning and ordinance text amendments.

SECTION .0300 - LOCAL WATER SAFETY
REGULATIONS

15A NCAC 10F .0301 = GENERAL PROVISIONS
(a) Definitions. The definitions used in G.S. 75A shall apply in
this Subchapter. In addition, the following definitions shall apply:
@ "Commission” means the North Carolina
Wildlife Resources Commission;
2 "Executive Director" means the Executive
Director of the Commission;
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3) "No wake speed” means idle speed or slow
speed creating no appreciable wake;

4) "USATONS" means the U. S. Aids to
Navigation ~ System,  which  prescribes
regulatory markers and aids to navigation that
mark navigable waters of the United States, and
is hereby incorporated by reference including
all subsequent amendments and editions and
can be found free of charge online at
www.ecfr.gov;

(5) "Designated agency" means a subdivision of
the State that the Commission designates for

placement of markers that conform to
USATONS standards;

(6) "Regulatory  Marker" and “Information
Marker" means markers with an orange

geometric shape against a white background,
used to alert a mariner to warnings or regulatory
matters, as defined in 33 CFR 62.33;

@) "Swimming area" means an enclosed area on
the water for swimming that is marked against
entry by vessels;

(8) "Mooring area” means an area on the water
delineated by speed zone markers where vessels
may be tied to objects anchored on the seabed;

9 "Restricted area” means an area on the water
that is marked to limit recreational activity and
vessel speed; and

(10) "Safety Zone" means a water area or shore area
where, for safety or environmental purposes,
access is limited to authorized persons and
vessels, as defined in 33 CFR 165.20.

(b) Formal application for water safety rulemaking. Any
subdivision of the State may, after public notice, apply to the
Commission for rules on waters within the subdivision’s territorial
limits on an application provided by the Commission at
www.ncwildlife.org. The completed application and supporting
documents shall be mailed to the No Wake Zone Coordinator at
North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission, 1701 Mail
Service Center, Raleigh, North Carolina 27699-1701 or submitted
via email to nowakezonecoordinator@ncwildlife.org. The
application shall contain the following information:

1) the name of the subdivision of the State
applying for water safety rulemaking;

2 the date of the application;

3 the contact person's name, telephone number,
and mailing address;

(@) descriptive information for the body of water;

(5) location of the proposed no wake zone, marked
swimming area, or other regulated area;

(6) a statement that the subdivision of the State has

given public notice of its intention to apply for
rulemaking on waters within its territorial
limits;

(7) a resolution from the subdivision of the State
requesting water safety rulemaking; and

(8) an affirmation that the subdivision of the State
or its designee will bear the cost for purchase

and placement of markers that conform to
USATONS standards.
(c) Marking Regulated Areas. The Commission may designate
agencies for the placement of markers in areas established by rules
in this Section. The designated agency or its designee shall be
responsible for the purchase and placement of markers
conforming to USATONS required to implement a water safety
rule.
(d) Placement of Markers. Except where done by supervening
federal authority, it shall be unlawful for anyone to place or
maintain regulatory markers or navigational aids without
authorization from the Commission; or to place information
markers without permission from the Executive Director or his or
her designee.
(e) Mooring Areas. The boundaries of mooring areas shall be
defined by the placement of speed zone markers.
(f) Swimming Areas. No vessel entry shall be permitted in the
waters of marked swimming areas. Marked swimming areas shall
meet the following requirements:

1) the enclosed swimming area in the water shall
not exceed 5,000 square feet;
2 the enclosed area shall be marked with float

lines that, in conjunction with the shoreline,
form an enclosed area;

©) the swimming area shall not extend into a
navigational channel or interfere with
navigation of vessels;

2) float lines shall have white, international
orange, or alternating white and international
orange floats along their length at intervals of
not less than one every 10 feet;

©) floats shall be buoyant enough to float at the
surface of the water while attached to the float
line, and no float shall exceed a size of 18
inches in length or diameter;

4) buoys or floating signs bearing the USATONS
"boat exclusion area" symbol shall be attached
to float lines to give warning to vessels
approaching the swimming area from all
directions; and

5) float lines and warning markers shall be
anchored.

(9) Safety Zones. Markers prohibiting entry or use by vessels and
swimmers in waters surrounding impoundment structures and
powerhouses associated with hydroelectric generating facilities
shall be buoys or floating signs placed in the water. waterhe
greaterthan 50-yardsfrom-the-protected-facity- Markers shall be
sufficient in number and size to give warning of the restriction to
vessels approaching from all directions.

(h) Enforcement. If an agent of the Commission discovers
markers and navigational aids that do not conform to USATONS
standards, that are placed without lawful authority or permission,
or that fail to mark the defined regulated area, written notice shall
be served upon the individuals responsible for the improper
placement of the markers or navigational aids. Failure to take
action to correct the deficiency within 10 days, in accordance with
the written notice, shall be a violation of this Rule.

(i) Miscellaneous Restrictions. Except for mooring buoys or

Reason for Action: An Emergency rule is needed to address the
use of natural deer excretions from hunter-harvested deer before
the 2022-2023 hunting season begins. Prohibiting possession and
use of these substances will aid in the detection and reduce
movement of CWD in the surveillance area.

In 2020, prior to the detection of CWD in North Carolina, and in
an attempt to prevent the spread of CWD to the State, the Wildlife
Resources Commission adopted amendments to 15A NCAC 10B
.0201 — PROHIBITED TAKING AND MANNER OF TAKE,
prohibiting the use of any substance or material that contains or
is labeled as containing any excretion of a cervid, excluding
synthetic products and natural substances collected by a hunter
from non-farmed cervids legally taken in North Carolina.

This rule was subjected to legislative review and Session Law
2021-176 was approved on November 10, 2021. The Session Law
was approved before CWD was detected fails to provide adequate
protection for isolation of disease, as hunters harvesting deer in
the CWD surveillance areas (areas where additional deer with
CWD exist) can lawfully use excretions from a harvested cervid
as an attractant to take cervids throughout the state, thus moving
the prions that cause CWD to potentially uninfected areas.
Because of the nature of the disease, this is a potential pathway
for irreversible spread of CWD throughout the state that could
impact herds in uninfected areas.

The first case of CWD in North Carolina was detected in March
2022 while the agency was preparing amendments to the rules
required by the Session Law and the Periodic Review of Rules. In
an attempt to address the issue with this rule as expeditiously as
possible once CWD was detected, and ensure that necessary
amendments were in place before the 2022-2023 hunting season,
the agency worked with the General Assembly in the 2022 Short
Session to amend the Session Law. However, language proposed
in the House Committee substitute bill was removed by
amendment prior to a vote, and there was not time in the session
to make additional changes.

Since that time, the agency has been working with the NC
Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services to ensure that
proposed restrictions on possession and use of cervid excretions
in the CWD surveillance areas provide necessary protections to
the public and the wild cervid population now and in the future.

While not known to spread to humans, the CDC does not
recommend eating a deer that has tested positive for CWD.

The first confirmed case of chronic wasting disease (CWD) in
North Carolina was detected on March 31, 2022. At this time, the
Executive Director exercised emergency powers in accordance
with G.S. 113-306(f) and issued a CWD Emergency Response
Plan in accordance with 15A NCAC 10A .1201 on April 12, 2022.
Because the agency was addressing amendments to 15A NCAC
10B .0201 through the Legislature at the time, the issue of use and
possession of deer excretions was not addressed under emergency
powers.

By the time the language addressing deer excretions was removed
from the House Committee substitute bill (6/30/2022), emergency
powers had already expired (6/29/2022), as they only extend for
90 days after the Commission determines that a disease outbreak
has occurred unless a temporary rule is adopted in accordance
with the APA to replace them. Because the Executive Director had
not initiated emergency powers on deer excretions and 90 days
had elapsed, the agency determined that this option no longer
exists for the topic.

Additionally, a second case of CWD was confirmed on 8/18/2022.
The prohibition on possession and use of excretions from hunter-
harvested deer in the surveillance area is necessary before the
hunting season begins to assist the agency with efforts to prohibit
the implementing new measures in the surveillance area to
control spread of CWD.

Our office has received Ms. Jeanette K. Doran’s 2022 Statement of Economic Interest as a member of
the Rules Review Commission (the “Commission”). We have reviewed it for actual and potential
conflicts of interest pursuant to Chapter 138A of the North Carolina General Statutes (“N.C.G.S.”), also
known as the State Government Ethics Act (the “Act”).

Compliance with the Act and avoidance of conflicts of interest in the performance of public duties are the
responsibilities of every covered person, regardless of this letter’s contents. This letter, meanwhile, is not
meant to impugn the integrity of the covered person in any way. This letter is required by N.C.GS. §
138A-28(a) and is designed to educate the covered person as to potential issues that could merit particular
attention. Advice on compliance with the Act is available to certain public servants and legislative
employees under N.C.G.S. § 138A-13.

We did not find an actual conflict of interest but found the potential for a conflict of interest. The
potential conflict identified does not prohibit service on this entity.

The Rules Review Commission has authority to review all temporary and permanent rules proposed by
North Carolina government agencies, including the authority to veto rules that fail to satisfy specific
statutory criteria. Generally speaking; those rules are intended to implement or interpret laws adopted by
the General Assembly or Congress or certain federal regulations. Temporary or permanent rules approved
by the Commission are filed with the Office of Administrative Hearings to be included in the North
Carolina Administrative Code.

The Act establishes ethical standards for certain public servants and prohibits public servants from: (1)
using their positions for their financial benefit or for the benefit of their extended family or business,
N.C.G.S. § 138A-31; and (2) participating in official actions from which they or certain associated
persons might receive a reasonably foreseeable financial benefit, N.C.G.S. § 138A-36(a). The Act also
requires public servants to take appropriate steps to remove themselves from proceedings in which their
impartiality might reasonably be questioned due to a familial, personal, or financial relationship with a
participant in those proceedings. N.C.G.S. § 138A-36(c).

Ms. Doran fills the role of a public member on the Commission. She is the President and General Counsel
for the North Carolina Institute for Constitutional Law (NCICL). In addition, Ms. Doran serves as a board
member of the Conservatives for Criminal Justice Reform. Because the NCICL could represent clients
who come before the Commission during the rulemaking process, she has the potential for a conflict of
interest. Therefore, Ms. Doran should exercise appropriate caution in the performance of her public duties
should issues involving the NCICL or any of its clients come before the Commission for official action.

In addition to the conflicts standards noted above, the Act prohibits public servants from accepting gifts
from (1) a lobbyist or lobbyist principal, (2) a person or entity that is seeking to do business with the
public servant’s agency, is regulated or controlled by that agency, or has financial interests that might be
affected by their official actions, or (3) anyone in return for being influenced in the discharge of their
official responsibilities. N.C.G.S. § 138A-32. Exceptions to the gifts restrictions are set out inN.C.G.S. §
138A-32(e).

When this letter cites an actual or potential conflict of interest under N.C.G.S. § 138A-24(e), the conflict
must be recorded in the minutes of the applicable board and brought to the membership’s attention by the
board’s chair as often as necessary to remind all members of the conflict and to help ensure compliance
with the Act. N.C.G.S. § 138A-15(c).

Finally, the Act mandates that all public servants attend an ethics and lobbying education presentation.
N.C.G.S. § 138A-14. Please review the attached document for additional information concerning this

requirement.

The Act establishes ethical standards for certain public servants and prohibits public servants from: (1)
using their positions for their financial benefit or for the benefit of their extended family or business,
N.C.G.S. § 138A-31; and (2) participating in official actions from which they or certain associated
persons might receive a reasonably foreseeable financial benefit, N.C.G.S. § 138A-36(a). The Act also
requires public servants to take appropriate steps to remove themselves from proceedings in which their
impartiality might reasonably be questioned due to a familial, personal, or financial relationship with a
participant in those proceedings. N.C.G.S. § 138A-36(c).

Mr. Overton fills the role of a public member on the Commission.

In addition to the conflicts standards noted above, the Act prohibits public servants from accepting gifts
from (1) a lobbyist or lobbyist principal, (2) a person or entity that is seeking to do business with the
public servant’s agency, is regulated or controlled by that agency, or has financial interests that might be
affected by their official actions, or (3) anyone in return for being influenced in the discharge of their
official responsibilities. N.C.G.S. § 138A-32. Exceptions to the gifts restrictions are set out in N.C.G.S. §
138A-32(e).

When this letter cites an actual or potential conflict of interest under N.C.G.S. § 138A-24(e), the conflict
must be recorded in the minutes of the applicable board and brought to the membership’s attention by the
board’s chair as often as necessary to remind all members of the conflict and to help ensure compliance
with the Act. N.C.G.S. § 138A-15(c).

Finally, the Act mandates that all public servants attend an ethics and lobbying education presentation.
N.C.G.S. § 138A-14. Please review the attached document for additional information concerning this

requirement.

RULES REVIEW COMMISSION SPECIAL MEETING
MINUTES

Auqust 25, 2022

The Rules Review Commission met for a Special Meeting on Thursday, August 25, 2022, in the Commission Room at 1711
New Hope Church Road, Raleigh, North Carolina, and via WebEx. The special meeting was called pursuant to G.S. 150B-
21.1(b1), to review temporary rules filed by the State Board of Elections.

Commissioners Andrew Atkins, Wayne R. Boyles lll, Bobby Bryan, Jeanette Doran, Jeff Hyde, Barbara Jackson, and Bob
Rucho were present in the Commission Room. Commissioners Randy Overton and Paul Powell were present via WebEXx.

Staff members present were Alexander Burgos, Commission Counsel Lawrence Duke, Brian Liebman, and Bill Peaslee.
The meeting was called to order at 10:30 a.m. with Chair Doran presiding.

The Chair read the notice required by G.S. 138A-15(e) and reminded the Commission members that they have a duty to
avoid conflicts of interest and the appearance of conflicts of interest.

Review of Log of Filings (Temporary Rules) for any rule filed within 15 business days prior to the RRC Meeting

State Board of Elections

08 NCAC 10B .0101

Commissioner Atkins made a motion to adopt staff's recommendation to object to the rule on the grounds outlined in
Commission Counsel’s staff opinion. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Bryan.

At the discretion of the Chair, Rule 26 NCAC 05 .0104 was waived, and the written public comments of Cleta Mitchell were
accepted by the Commission.

Following the discussion of the Rule, Commissioner Jackson entered a motion to amend the main motion of Commissioner
Atkins to remove all staff recommendations to the permanent rule not subject to the amendment of this temporary rule. The
Motion was seconded by Commissioner Rucho. The motion carried by roll-call vote, ayes 5, noes 4 as follows: Voting in the
affirmative: Bobby Bryan, Jeanette Doran, Barbara Jackson, Paul Powell, and Bob Rucho — 5. Voting in the negative:
Andrew Atkins, Wayne R. Boyles lll, Jeff Hyde, and Randy Overton - 4.

Commissioner Atkins made a motion that was seconded by Commissioner Jackson to waive Rule 26 NCAC 05 .0105 and
consider the late amendment of Rule 08 NCAC 10B .0101 to strike out “policies” and “numbered memos”. The motion
carried by roll-call vote, ayes 8, noes 0 as follows: Voting in the affirmative: Andrew Atkins, Wayne R. Boyles Ill, Bobby
Bryan, Jeff Hyde, Barbara Jackson, Randy Overton, Paul Powell, and Bob Rucho — 8. Voting in the negative: - 0.
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The Commission entered discussion on the main motion. After some discussion, Commissioner Atkins withdrew the motion
without objection.

Commissioner Boyles made a motion to reinstate the original motion to accept staff’'s recommendation to object to the rule
outlined in the staff opinion. There was no second and the motion was withdrawn.

Commissioner Hyde made a motion to object to the temporary rule finding that the State Board of Elections had not satisfied
the findings of need statutory threshold to adopt temporary rules. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rucho.

Commissioner Rucho made a motion to amend the main motion to include objections based upon the rule being unclear
and ambiguous and lack of necessity. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Boyles. Commissioner Rucho withdrew
his motion without objection.

The Commission objected to temporary Rule 08 NCAC 10B .0101 finding that the State Board of Elections’ statements of
the findings of need pursuant to G.S. 150B-21.1(b) do not meet the criteria listed in G.S. 150B-21.1(a). Specifically, the
Commission found that the Board failed to establish that adherence to the notice and hearing requirements of G.S. 150B-
21.2 was contrary to the public interest or the need for the rule to become immediately effective in order to preserve the
integrity of the November 2022 elections and the election process, by roll-call vote, ayes 7, noes 1 as follows: Voting in the
affirmative: Wayne R. Boyles lll, Bobby Bryan, Jeff Hyde, Barbara Jackson, Randy Overton, Paul Powell, and Bob Rucho
— 7. Voting in the negative: Andrew Atkins - 1.

Paul Cox, with the Department of Justice and representing the agency, addressed the Commission.

Karen Raines, a citizen, addressed the Commission.

Jim Womack, with the North Carolina Election Integrity Team, addressed the Commission.

Andy Jackson, with The John Locke Foundation, addressed the Commission.

Cleta Mitchell, with the Conservative Partnership Institute, addressed the Commission.

Lynn Bernstein, with Transparent Elections North Carolina, addressed the Commission.

The Chair called the meeting into a brief recess at 12:17 p.m.
The meeting resumed at 12:25 p.m.

Specifically, the
Commission found that the Board failed to establish that adherence to the notice and hearing requirements of G.S. 150B-
21.2 was contrary to the public interest or the need for the rule to become immediately effective in order to preserve the
integrity of the November 2022 elections and the election process, by roll-call vote, ayes 8, noes 0 as follows: Voting in the
affirmative: Andrew Atkins, Wayne R. Boyles Ill, Bobby Bryan, Jeff Hyde, Barbara Jackson, Randy Overton, Paul Powell,
and Bob Rucho — 8.
