Line 19, is this language necessary to the Rule?  It seems like internal management 
language and not rule language in light of G.S. 150B-2(8a)a.  If not necessary, consider 
deleting.

state's agency charged with the duty of advising and assisting officials, of local governments (counties, cities, towns, 9 

public authorities, special districts) in all phases of fiscal management.  It promotes the efficient use of monetary 10 

resources of local governments through sound fiscal management, careful borrowing, and sound debt management 11 

practices. 12
