In 302.1, since the language is informational and not directive, change "shall" to "should."  Delete "by any means."

In 305.6, add a space between "below" and "the."

In 308.7.1, change "suitable methods as specified" to "methods specified as suitable" or otherwise define "suitable."

In 308.10, change "suitable material to adequately support" to "material suitable to support."

In 311.1, delete or define "nearby."

In 403.9.1, add spaces in "gradesKthrough."

In 403.9.5.2, add a space between "flushing" and "type."

In 406.3, add a space between "3" and "Waste."

In 419.1, add a space between "use" and "water."  Rewrite 4 something like:  "Shall be provided with water supply for future connection."  As written, it does not grammatically fit your listing.
In 501.9, add a space between "of" and "GS" and between "GS" and "66."  Also add spaces as appropriate on the fourth and sixth lines of the second paragraph.
In 502.3, add spaces in the parenthesis on the next to last line.

In 502.5, add a space between "a" and "moving."

In 502.8, delete or define "specifically."  Change "authorized" to "approved" or cite the standards for "authorization."  Delete or define "properly."

In 503.1, define "near."

In 503.2, delete or define "proper."

In 604.9, delete "etc."

In 614.1, change "herein" to "in this Section" or "in this Code" or whatever you mean.  Change "said" to "the."

Change "921.2.2" to "912.2.2." "Caution must be exercised" is meaningless and unenforceable.
In 912.4.3, delete the first five words, and change "to" to "shall."

In 917.1, add a space between "to" and "ASSE."

In exception 2 to 1002.1, add a space between "A" and "combination."  In exception 3, add a space between "A" and "grease."
In Table 1106.6, tell where the superscript goes.

In Appendix C1, delete your note.  It creates a conflict with 301.3.  Your original 301.3 is your 301.3 and a note in an appendix cannot change it.

In C1-101.3, Section 106 is deleted.  Give a correct citation.

In C1-102.2, unbold the "A" in "An."

In 902, delete your definition of "night club."  It is already defined in Chapter 2 and there is no need for it to be defined twice.

In exception 2.1 to 906.2, delete or define each "properly."

In exception 2.5 to 907.2.3, delete or define "specifically."

In 1009.13, use "inches" and "feet" rather than symbols.

In 3308.3, cite the specific rules from the NC Administrative Code.

In your exception to 3404.2.13.1.3, tell specifically what you mean by "NC UST."
