(a)  Bear may be taken on posted designated bear management areas specified in Paragraph (c) of this Rule during the 4 

open season by permit only. Individuals may apply for permits on or after July 1 online at ncwildlife.org, by phone, 5 

or in person at a wildlife service agent location. The number of permits issued annually will be based on achieving 6 

population management objectives of the Commission. The Commission shall issue available bear management area 7 

permits to applicants selected at random by computer. Permits shall be non-transferrable. All applicable laws and rules 8 

regarding the taking of bear shall apply.  9 

It shall be unlawful to take bear on posted bear sanctuaries as set forth in Paragraph (b) of this rule, except when 10 

authorized by permit issued by the Commission on sanctuaries specified in Paragraph (c) of this Rule. 11
